We’ve been thinking about Mary and Joseph’s long journey from
Nazareth to Bethlehem these days, not only because Christmas is 
approaching, of  course, but also because we’ve been reflecting on the 
long journey of  St. Mary’s - St. Alphonsus School.
 

This journey began in 1883, when six Sisters of  St. Joseph traveled in 
a blinding snowstorm from Troy to Glens Falls to open a school for the 
Irish and Italian immigrants of  the city’s East End. Their goal − to 
educate children in the light of  God’s love − is still ours today. The spirit 
of  SMSA is as fresh and vibrant now as it was then: our teachers are 
energized, our students are engaged, and our parents are enthusiastic. 
And we are all enormously grateful to be preparing to celebrate the 
school’s 140th birthday in January.
 

As we prepare to celebrate both the miracle that took place in Bethlehem 
and the marvel of  the 140-year journey of  St. Mary’s - St. Alphonsus 
School, we ask you once again to join us on this road.
